· An estimated 50% of abuse situations go 
unreported.  

 

· Clark County Department of Family Services   
alone received 14,243 calls to the child abuse 
hotline last year. 

 

· Statewide, the number of investigated reports 
has increased by 16%. 

 

· More then half (52.2%) of abused children 
are ages 0 to 5 years, the most vulnerable of  
our population. 

 

· The #1 risk factor for child abuse is stress 
relating to a parent’s inability to cope, 
insufficient income and/or alcohol/drug 
dependency.
